Site Manager, Larry Neal is in the
know on all things gold and waiting to share this rich history and interactive
experience with you. Tour the museum, see the ore-crushing stamp mill in
action, walk through several hundred feet of underground mine tunnels

and pan for gold from April to October. You can even keep what you find!

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From global flavors and family recipes to gatherings and an all-important

Carolina go-to, food is an essential part of the Cabarrus County experience.

In the dining room or on the go, talented chefs are serving up hearty
comfort food, traditional southern classics, tempting treats and beyona.
We asked a few of them which dish on their menu is the must-try meal.

Here's a list of locally made fare that's not to be missed.

Let’s start with the most important meal of the day.

For breakfast that'll blow you away, try OMG Donuts & Bakery."The
most popular item on our menu is the Apple Fritter," says owner Mia
Shoe Chang. “It's a prefect ratio of yeast dough and apple chunks
cooked crispy on the edges and fluffy on the inside. Like all our do-
nuts, the fritters are handmade fresh every day."We may never know
how Mia manages to pull off the perfect pastries, but you donut

want to miss out,

We didn't need to ask chef and owner, Dana Sweat which item was
number one at Carm’s Café. Stop in for lunch and you'll repeatedly hear

patrons ask for a scoop of the Avocado Chicken Salad. It's also written in

bold on their menu, and for good reason. The perfect balance of creamy
and crunchy, this choice is good in a wrap, as part of the Cold Salad Trio

or by the pound in case you can't get enougn.

Homecooked staples are the fuel that keeps this community running
in the tast lane. Other local favorites to try are Cabarrus County’s iconic
What-A-Burger, Harrisburg Family House and 2 Gals Kitchen in Down-

town Concord.

With the area's largest concentration of independently-owned
restaurants, Historic Downtown Concord is perfect for breakfast on the
weekend, a quick lunch, and special evenings on the town.

Inside one of the twinkling windows along Union Street, owner Gianni
and Executive Chef Heather Stadler of Gianni's Trattoria are creating inspired
European-style meals with both local and imported ingredients. “One of
our most popular menu items is our Bone-In Veal Stuffed Veal Chop,” says

Stadler. "We actually cut it off the chop to order, french it and then pocket

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and stuff it before it even hits the pan. The ability to cut our meats to order,
including our steaks and our pork, enables the meat to maintain its fresh-
ness and quality, and that carries over into the actual taste of the meat." Put
this authentic Italian restaurant on your list for local flavor.

Other stops with an upscale atmosphere include Union Street Bistro
in Downtown Concord, Forty Six in Downtown Kannapolis, and 73 &
Main, located in the Historic Mount Pleasant Hosiery Mill. Guests can
also experience The Speedway Club at Charlotte Motor Speedway twice
a year during Charlotte Restaurant Week and during Speedway Christ-
mas. Make reservations early to dine above the track in this awe-inspir-
INg setting.

More international cuisine can be found at Havana Carolina. Perfectly
cooked Cuban dishes like Ropa Vieja and the classic El Cubano pressed
Cuban sandwich are served with sides including congris, yuca and to-
stones. And over at Enoodles, Karen and Alex are serving up serious-
ly flavorful food that keeps the locals coming back. For more than 10
years, this family-run Asian Bistro has satisfied the community’s craving
for dim sum, wok fried noodles, broth bowls, sushi and more. Save room

for dessert—the Tempura Fried Oreos are out of this world.

Along with these global flavors, the area's food scene features a crit-
ical North Carolina cuisine, Barbecue is a tradition that many people
are passionate about here in the Old North State. Whether it's whole-
hog eastern-style with vinegar sauce or chopped, tomato-based west-
ern-style, the debate rages on. From longtime favorites R&R BBQ and
Troutman'’s to the Alabama influence at Jim ‘N Nick's Bar-B-Que, there

are many delicious versions in Cabarrus County.

But partners Devin Barbee, Jeremy Beaver and Joey Graham of The
Smoke Pit are mixing it up. When we asked which plate reigns supreme,
Joey says it's whatever is sold out first. Despite cooking all they can on the
weekend, The Smoke Pit still sells out every Friday and Saturday. It's a safe
bet that one of what he calls the "big three” will be gone first—Pork ribs, Tex-
as brisket and North Carolina pulled pork. Along with the mains, this crew
stays busy concocting seven rubs, six sauces and scratch-made sides. With
Concord as its first, the restaurant now has locations in nearby Salisbury and

Monroe and tends to a robust catering business in the region.

No matter the destination, nothing brings people together quite
ike food. So we can't forget about gatherings in Cabarrus County.
In 1998, Kannapolis native Kristin Rodgers took on a labor of love,
Doughagirls Catering, originally founded in 1981 by her mother and
two friends. From weddings and reunions to other special celebra-
tions, clients rave about their Parmesan Crusted Chicken and Party
Potato Casserole. But the real star of a Doughgirls spread? “People go

nuts over our brownies!” says Kristin.

But before we dive into dessert, let’s not forget gatherings on the go.

In addition to making reqular appearances at Cabarrus County Food
Truck Friday events, Comfort Foods on Wheels can drop in and make
any get together delicious. Edwina Corprew's menu is “designed to re-
mind you of meals Momma used to make." Favorites like Shrimp & Grits
and Chicken & Waffles will have you chasing this truck down anytime
you get the chance.

Husband and wife team Jean Luc and Ann Marie Barrucand pair as
well as the wine and delicate desserts sold inside their French bakery.
At Chocolatier Barrucand, guests can also enjoy a sandwich and take
home imported French items from their Parisian market, Le Bon Vivant.
‘Oreo cheesecake is our biggest seller, but everything we make is spe-
cial,"says Ann Marie. It's not hard to understand why. The meticulously

crafted confections are what make this specialty spot a must-try.

One of the latest sugary shops in town, C3, serves up a trifecta of

treats. Cynthia Echevarria is keeping it sweet with made to order crepes,
coffee and luxurious nitrogen ice cream. Established in April 2017, C3
has residents falling for a popular crepe called the Carolina Love. What's
not to love about fresh strawberries, biscoff cookie butter, a drizzle of
maple syrup and homemade whipped cream? “The most popular ice
cream is our Signature Oreo Delight,” says Cynthia. “It just seems like

everyone loves Oreos."True.

Other essential sweets include homemade ice cream from Cabarrus
Creamery, ready-to-eat cookie dough at Cookie Dough Bliss, larger-
than-life cupcakes from The Sweet Life, and classic specialty desserts
from DOUGH New York Style Bakery.

Are you hungry yet? No matter what adventure comes
next, one thing is for certain—You’ll find the food to fuel
it in Cabarrus County.

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North Carolina is home to over 500 vineyards, 185 wineries, a grow-
ing list of distilleries, and more than 258 breweries and brewpubs—
the largest number of craft breweries in the American South. Cabarrus
County contributes to those impressive statistics with a thriving craft
beverage community all its own.

Stock car racing began during the Prohibition Era when "moon-
shine runners” delivered illegal whiskey with souped up cars and
reputations for outsmarting and outdriving the law. Today, the
storied history of stock car racing continues to grow within these
county lines, and Leanne Powell is making it possible to taste
a little bit of that history. Southern Grace Distilleries is crafting
award-winning small-batch spirits in a setting you won't soon
forget. Housed inside the former Cabarrus Correctional Facility
built in 1929, “Whiskey Prison” has given new purpose to a vacant

building while pursuing a passion and giving back.

Launched in 2014, Southern Grace Distilleries crafts Sun Dog
130—a corn whiskey that has won five medals, including Gold at
the San Diego Spirits Competition, Gold at the Fifty Best Ameri-
can Whiskeys Competition and Silver at the American Craft Spirits
Competition. Mia, the beloved canine friend of co-founder, Thomas
Thacker, was the inspiration for the label. Mia passed away in 2013
but lives on in hearts and on the label of Sun Dog. For each bottle
sold, Southern Grace donates a portion of sales to an animal shelter.

Many other Southern Grace products also give back.

In October 2016, Southern Grace Distilleries made history by becom-

ing the first fully licensed distillery in America to operate in a former

prison today. After moving the expanding operation from Concord to
Mt. Pleasant, the distillery now offers tours and tastings inside the old
jail. Go behind bars, learn the prison’s history, see how the team crafts
award-winning whiskey, and take your mug shot!

Before Leanne’s liquor, Robert Burrage established Lil' Robert's Place
in the heart of Historic Downtown Concord. Known as the communi-
ty's pioneer of craft beer, Robert and his bar and bottle shop recently
celebrated eight years. Along with food trucks and live music from the
locals, you'll find over 500 different craft, micro and imported beers with
20 rotating tap selections and over 60 wines. The eclectic atmosphere

and funky decor makes Lil'Rob’s an easy spot to kick back and unwind.

TJ Creighton achieved another milestone when he opened the very
first brewery in Concord. High Branch Brewing Co. is a family-run, arti-
sanal brewery located in the industrial Gibson Mill. They've created a
aid-back space to relax, socialize and enjoy a drink along with regular

ive music, cool events and food trucks. TJ began as a homebrewer, and

e's always reaching for the "higher branch,’striving to use local ingredi-
ents and develop relationships with farmers and other small businesses.

His small batch brews rotate weekly and feature seasonal flavors.

Next door at Concord’s first full-scale craft brewery, Steve Steinbach-
er and his team are melding local history, character and traditions with
locally produced beer of the highest quality. Cabarrus Brewing Compa-
ny originated from a passion for craft beer and the sense of community
It represents, so it's no surprise to find long, communal tables inside the
taproom and an outdoor beer garden that brings everyone together.

From planting trees to creating 600 Ale—Charlotte Motor Speedway's
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officially licensed beer—CBC approaches everything they do with the
community in mind. Here, each beer tells a different story in Cabarrus
County history, including Reed's Gold Ale, a reference to Reed Gold
Mine—the site of the first gold discovered in America.

Even more of the area’s history can be discovered through beer at
Twenty-Six Acres Brewing Company. In the late 1700, a disagreement
over where the seat of newly formed Cabarrus County should be locat-
ed led to a compromise and a new city founded on a 26-acre site. The
city was named Concord, meaning “harmony,” to reflect the spirit of res-
olution and unity. A collaboration between friends, owner, Joel Padgett
and head brewer, Eric Troutman craft a variety of brews including two
flagship beers — Corban Ave. Honey Blonde and 26 Union St. Oatmeal
Stout. The 8,800 square foot brewery features a spacious, modern tap-
room perfect for sharing a pint with your pals.

Friendship between a crossfitter, an ice cream maker and a home-
brewer led to the creation of Red Hill Brewing Company. Entering
through the back door and up a set of stairs gives this Downtown Con-
cord brewery a speakeasy feel. The brewery’s name stems from the Red
Hill Plantation House, a tavern and inn where George Washington once
stayed located on nearby Poplar Tent Road. While keeping local history
alive with the brewery's name, Chris Abney and his crew are also giving

ife to good beer, offering eats from nearby independent restaurants

like Carm’s Cafe, and welcoming guests with a comfortable, communi-

ty-focused atmosphere.

At Commoners Brewing Company, the neighborhood vibe is no dif-
ferent. In fact, the crew at Commoners encourages everyone to "be-
come part of the story!" It's easy to do in such an inviting atmosphere.
The open patio offers plenty of space to spread out, and up the stairs,
the balcony is the ideal spot to watch the Carolina sun sink while warm-
ing up by the fire pit. Brew master, Thomas Murray keeps the taps full
of flavorful choices, but if you can't decide which to order, try a flight. A
few taster glasses are the way to go before ordering a full pint. Once you

find a favorite, take a growler to go.

Did you know that North Carolina is the only place in the world
where every major type of grape is grown? In downtown or cruising

through the countryside, you'll find fine wine and the perfect pairings.

Deb Filkins and the friendly folks at Cougar Run Winery have turned their
hobby into a way of life. Offering handcrafted wines made in small batches,
this pet friendly winery hosts tours of up to ten people. Interested in the
art? Cougar Run is also a retailer of wine making equipment. Stop in for a

few samples and be sure to ask where the company's name came from.

Whether you have been enjoying wine for decades or you're just be-
ginning to appreciate fine wine, you will feel completely at ease at Cabo
Winery. Less than 30 minutes away from Downtown Concord, Midland,
NC is home to family-owned Rocky River Vineyards. Pack a picnic basket
and sample Muscadine wines, Chardonnay, Merlot and others at the
tasting bar. Lounge on the porch or take the self-guided walking tour—
the map is complete with a list of creatures you're likely to meet along
the way. Another short drive down rural Cabarrus roads will lead you to
family-owned Douglas Vineyards. They welcome guests on the week-

ends to kick back on the porch and listen to live music.

So, the next time you raise your glass, know that each drop inside

is the result of passion, pride and a love of community.
